A few months ago my husband and I suffered the loss of a 
very dear friend.  She was a widow, alone, did not drive and 
estranged from her only son (not by her choice). As we sat 
reminiscing about hers and her husbandôs friendship through 
the years, we thought  about how much more we could have 
done for her and  what we can do for the many others in our 
church to whom we should and could minister. 
 

Just who are we talking about? Weôre talking about the 
members of our church who are no longer able to attend 
worship and other activities. They feel isolated from the 
events and activities that feed and nurture.  Weôre also    
talking about others in nursing homes or assisted living  
facilities.   
 

These are people about whom God still cares. They deserve 
respect. Their backgrounds, races and conditions are all 
unique. They are people who have suffered loss. Many 
have lost their physical capacities at some level. Others may 
be suffering the loss of mental capacities (dementia,  
Alzheimerô etc.), suffering from the loss of home, spouse, 
family, friends, position. They may have also experienced a 
loss of dignity through poor treatment or abandon-
ment/betrayal issues, or health problems. They are people 
who are afraid. Many fear death. Others fear losing a 
spouse or have fear of  making friends for fear of losing 
them. They are people who are vulnerable. They are alone 
and may be depressed or discouraged. Some may have 
abandoned their faith because of their suffering.  
 

Given the fact that Jesus, the early apostles, and the Bible 
itself places such a strong emphasis on visiting and caring 
for the ñfatherless and widows,ò why is it hard for many to 
visit these precious people? 
 

Perhaps itôs the commitment to care for people. Visiting the 
homebound is not something we can do ñfor a while.ò It is a 
ministry that the Bible calls ñpure religion.ò Visiting is a 
ministry to which a biblical church, one that wants to model 
the priorities of Jesus Himself, one that wants to be faithful 
to the Bible, must devote a significant amount of energy.  
 

What about you?  Are you willing to make a commitment to 
one or more of these precious folks who need a touch from 
God through you? 
 

We presently have thirty-eight (of whom we are aware) 
EBC members who are either home-bound (shut-in) or are 
in nursing homes or assisted living facilities. My appeal to 
you is to prayerfully consider becoming an active part of the 
Shut-In Ministry of EBC. 
(Brochures are available in the 
foyer). I promise that you will 
be far more blessed than the 
person to whom you are min-
istering.  
 

The Bible says that ña cheer-
ful heart is good medicineò 
(Prov. 17:22a). Visiting the 
homebound or ñshut-inò is a 
medicine we cannot afford to 
let our people go without.

PHYSICAL         
ACTIVITY  
 

Physical activity need not be 
strenuous to achieve health 
benefits. 
 

Women of all ages benefit 
from a moderate amount of 
physical activity, preferably 
daily. The same moderate 
amount of activity can be 
obtained in longer sessions 
of moderately intense activi-
ties (such as 30 minutes of 
brisk walking) as in shorter 
sessions of more strenuous 
activities (such as 15-20 
minutes of jogging). 
 

Ladies, get out those walk-
ing shoes and go for it! 

I have really enjoyed being involved in a  

Bible Study because it has helped me grow in 

my relationship with Christ. Combining the 

Women's Sunday School Class and our Bible 

Study was another avenue in which God used 

to speak to me. During this time, I was strug-

gling with being extremely overwhelmed 

with everything that was going on in my life. 

Throughout the women's discussion of my 

question, they basically said to not focus on 

everything that needs to be done. Instead, 

look at the situation in a positive light and do 

tasks one thing at a time. I believe God used 

this discussion to show that when I focused 

on everything that needed to be done, I was 

becoming overwhelmed and not trusting in 

Him.
